OFFICE ORDER

Sub:  
Simplification of procedure for allotment land/shed in Industrial Estates & delegation of power to Division Heads for such allotment to SSI / Tiny units. 

The Board of Directors in its 61st meeting held on 4.12.2003, vide agenda item no.15 have approved the proposal for simplification of procedure for allotment of land/shed in Industrial Estates and have also approved the proposal for delegating powers to the Division Heads for allotment of land /shed etc. in Industrial Estates to Tiny/ SSI units.

The following procedure shall be adopted in the matter of allotment of land/sheds/shops in different Industrial Estates :- 
i. SSI/ Tiny/ IT units desirous of getting land/ shed in Industrial Estates/ Growth Centres/ IID Centres/ Industrial Parks may apply to the concerned Division Head of IDCO under whose jurisdiction these Industrial Estates/ Centres are located. 

ii. The entrepreneur should submit application form, which would be simplified and made available on the website, accompanied with requisite processing fees and the relevant Industrial Registration Certificate (PRC/ PMT/ STPI Registration etc), a copy of Project Profile and layout/ sketch of the proposed constructions.

iii. The Divisional Heads (DHs) of IDCO, who are in-charge of Industrial Estate administration shall have powers to allot land/ shed for industrial use to SSI/ Tiny/ IT units in all Industrial Estates/ Industrial Areas of the State, after adopting due procedure, as per the following delegation: -

iv. There will be a Committee comprising of the DH, IDCO, the General Manager of the concerned DIC and the concerned Branch Manager of OSFC. In the absence of GM, DIC or Branch Manager, OSFC, their representatives will be allowed to attend the meeting of Committee. The Committee shall meet within ‘3’ days of receipt of application to consider and decide about the allotment proposals.

v. In case the General Manager, DIC or the BM, OSFC or their representatives are not available for the purpose within the stipulated period, the DH shall consider the applications and decide on the quantum of land to be allotted based on past precedents i.e. similar cases of allotment made by IDCO Head Office or recommendation of the promoting Govt agency like DIC/ STPI/ SISI/ APICOL/ OSEDC etc. 

vi. The Division Heads (DH) will allot land/ shed to the intending entrepreneurs as per the above delegation within one week of the date of application. A register in format which would be prescribed, will be maintained by the DH to keep record of the applications received to apply the principle of first-come-first-served in the matter of considering allotment to the entrepreneurs.

vii. As completion of formalities like: furnishing clearances/ NOC/ license from competent authorities (NOC from Pollution Control Board/ License from Drugs Controller/ Food License from Food & Civil Supplies Deptt./ Explosive License from concerned authority etc) consumes considerable time and in any case there are essential for setting up industry and included in terms and conditions of lease agreement, it has been decided that we may hand over possession of the land/ shed once the entrepreneur deposits initial cost of 25% and executes the lease agreement.

viii. It has been decided further that other allotment-related matters like issuing assurance for allotment, collection of processing fees, preparation of allotment plan and tracing cloth plan, execution of lease agreement, issuing possession letter and mortgage rights etc and other post-allotment issues such as change in line of activities, name & style of firm, change of constitution, temporary accommodation of sister concern, transfer of leasehold rights/ interest over the allotted properties, permission for sub-leasing, sub-letting etc shall also be dealt at the Division level itself as per the prescribed guidelines.

ix. Allotment proposals for medium/ large industries, proposals for allotment of more than one acre of land in IEs within municipal limits of Bhubaneswar, Cuttack, Rourkela, Balasore, Sambalpur, and Berhampur and proposals for allotment of more than five acres of land in other IEs shall continue to be approved at the Head Office level. Proposals for allotment to SSI/ Tiny/ IT units shall, however, be routed through Division Head.

x. The principle of first-come-first-served shall also be followed at HO level in case there is competing interest on the issue of allotment of land. The allotment proposals shall be disposed of within a maximum period of 15 days from the date of receipt of such applications. 
xi. Allotment proposals in saturated IEs and allotment proposals for non-industrial uses shall be dealt as per guidelines issued from time to time. Suitable delegation in favour of Division Heads would be made by the Managing Director in this regard with approval of Advisory Committee constituted by the Board of Directors for considering matters pertaining to allotment of property in IEs/ IAs of IDCO. 

xii. Proposals for which recommendation of IPICOL regarding assessment of land requirement is available can be considered directly. However, such proposals shall be examined by an in-house Committee comprising of the following officers to assess the land required for the project :-

The Committee shall submit its recommendation within one week of receipt of application for consideration and approval of the Managing Director.
Formation of this committee supercedes the earlier in-house committee constituted at H.O. level for the purpose of considering allotment of land, shed etc to the entrepreneurs. 

The above guidelines shall take immediate effect.
